Breed Information

Prized for its strength, spirit and soundness, the Portuguese Water Dog is a loyal worker and companion. The closest relatives of the PWD are widely thought to be the Kerry Blue Terrier, Barbet and Standard Poodle. Like Poodles and several other water dog breeds, PWDs are highly intelligent, can have curly coats, have webbed toes for swimming, and do not shed. However, Portuguese Water Dogs are more robustly built, with stout legs, and can have a wavy coat instead of tightly curled.

Female Portuguese Water Dogs usually grow to be about 17 to 21 inches tall, and they weigh between 35 and 50 pounds.
